ABOUT US

The Karen Teacher Working Group (KTWG) is a
community-based organization working to
improve access to and quality of basic
education for ethnic Karen children in Karen
areas of Eastern Burma since 1997. We do this
by training teachers and school management
committees, working with parents and
communities, providing education assistance
funds and materials for schools and working
to help strengthen education administration
structures in Karen areas.

In 2011 we began to share our model of
working in Karen areas with other ethnic
groups and helped develop a multi ethnic
network of education actors. This network is
now using the KTWG model to assist their own
schools and communities across Burma's
indigenous areas.

* In-service Program

Karen community teachers in rural and
remote areas are provided with learning
resources and professional development
through  trainings, mentoring, in-class
observation, school visits and effective
classroom  observation  feedback. In
parallel, the programme also engages
parents and  school community in
community action training and community
awareness session yearly.

* Pre-service Program

KTWG has established two Karen Teacher
Training Colleges (KTTC) in Mu Traw District
and Doo Pla Ya District, that delivers
teacher education in subject upgrade,
teaching methodology and leadership
management.

KTTC's call for applications opens from
January to April of every year, and
interested candidates can apply through
their township and district leaders.
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
